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Abstract. The article explores the main features of the digital divide in Ethiopia
and attempts to identify the specifics of the three levels of the digital divide in the
country. The theoretical framework of the study was the use of the theory of three
levels of digital inequality: level of access to the Internet and ICT, level of digital
skills and level of benefits from using digital technologies. Using open statistics,
reports and government departments, the authors analyze each of the levels of
digital inequality with a number of indicators. The paper shows that the digital di-
vide remains a serious problem in Ethiopia today. Poverty and low literacy, under-
developed ICT infrastructure, fan blackouts, expensive and inaccessible internet
lead to the fact that digitalization in the country reaches very small groups of the
population. It was concluded that all public and private digitalization initiatives at
this stage have limited effect and can only exacerbate the gaps in society — both
digital and social ones. Few citizens can benefit from these initiatives, especially
given the current level of literacy, digital literacy, internet penetration, level of ur-
banization in the country and other factors. It can be assumed that in the long run,
improving the digital literacy of Ethiopia’s population, especially given the large
proportion of young people in the population, could be an important driver of the
country's development.
