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Transformation of the Ambivalent Image of Irkutsk
in Foreign Newspaper Discourse in Terms
of Constructing Regional Civic Identity

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Abstract. This article examines the representation of Irkutsk in English-lan-
guage newspaper discourse in the second and early third decades of the 21st
century. The aim of the study is to identify the characteristics of the city's image
formation, drawing on data on the linguacultural concept of “Siberia” and com-
paring it with representations in newspaper discourse. The study's novelty lies in
establishing a connection between the global political context and the increas-
ing reduction of the Siberian city's image in contemporary international newspa-
per discourse, which is analyzed through the lens of civic identity. It is hypothe-
sized that the role of illustration in critical narratives about Russia, as attributed
to Irkutsk in the English-language press, indirectly reduces the city's image. The
article demonstrates the contradiction between the stereotypical and reductive
representation of Irkutsk in the media and the complex, multidimensional lingua-
cultural concept of “Siberia”. The methodology incorporates qualitative discourse
analysis techniques from leading English-language publications (The New York
Times, The Guardian, The Los Angeles Times) with elements of diachronic analysis.
The first part of the article presents a theoretical overview substantiating the role
of newspaper discourse as a projector of social attitudes. The second part reveals
the ambivalence of Irkutsk's image within the linguacultural concept of “Siberia”.
The third, empirical section analyzes examples demonstrating how the image of
the Siberian city is constructed as a “marginal space” within a metanarrative about
the social degradation of the Russian periphery. It is demonstrated that the per-
sistent negative image of Irkutsk, formed through clichéd markers of poisonings,
protests, and disasters, contradicts a rich linguacultural prototype. It is concluded
that such representation is not a reflection of reality, but an ideologically biased
practice. The interim conclusion is that while foreign media previously created a
more positive image of Irkutsk within the context of the broader Siberian region,
during the period under study, its consistent negativity became dominant, poten-
tially exerting a destructive influence on the formation of regional civic identity.
