The relevance of the study
lies in the fact that in multicultural, multi-ethnic and multiconfessional societies the digital
divide affects not only access to information and communication technologies, but also
the preservation of language, cultural identity and the participation of small ethnic groups
in the contemporary communication environment. The purpose of the article is to iden-
tify common trends and country-specific features of digital inequality in Russia and India
through a three-level model of the digital divide that includes access to the Internet and
ICT, digital skills, and the benefits gained from the use of digital technologies. The research
is based on a comparative analysis of current theoretical approaches and on the interpre-
tation of recent statistical data on digitalization, communication infrastructure and digital
inclusion. The study demonstrates that both countries still face regional, social, linguistic
and cultural barriers, which are especially visible in relation to small ethnic and language
communities living in remote or less developed territories.
